The School also implements programmes of up to two 
semesters’ duration that are supplementary to those run 
by its Departments: 

programmes of pedagogical training intended for 
qualified or prospective teachers

programmes of further training or specialization 
intended for qualified teachers or non



Students who have successfully completed the 
pedagogical programmes are awarded

a Certificate of Pedagogical and Teaching 
Competence, in the case of the pedagogical training 
programmes

a Certificate of Further Training or Specialization, in 
the case of the further training or specialization 
programmes

One-year programmes of pedagogical training are 
implemented in Athens, Thessaloniki, Patras, Volos, 
Ioannina, and Heraklion-Crete, whereas programmes of 
specialization are implemented only in Athens

The Lab of Educational Technology of 
ASPETE in Patras…

The teacher-students learn to use educational software in practical 
ways in order to adopt the incorporation of ICT in their instructional 
repertoire aiming at 

a change from traditional teacher-centered methods of 
instruction to constructivist ones

After they have become familiar with the necessary skills, they are 
asked to select a school subject and to create teaching material, 
such as: 

concept maps 
modelling activities resulting in the production of multiple 
representations 
exploratory and interactive simulations

They are also involved in problem solving activities using Logo 
programming techniques that can support a constructivist 
approach of teaching and learning
